2 SMART PODIUM OR WACOM WRITING (IF APPLICABLE)

Note: Interactive monitors have a tethered stylus/pen, if applicable. Not all rooms have
an interactive monitor, and some may have multiple monitors. However, if applicable, only one monitor
is interactive.
1. Smart Podiums or Wacom Tablets may not be available in all non-traditional classrooms.
2. Locate the pen.
3. Move the pen across the screen.
4, The computer mouse symbol on the screen should follow the pen.
5. Smart Podiums:
Find and select the Calibrate button on the top right portion of the monitor screen.
Follow the pop-up instructions.
Make sure to calibrate your pen.
Open Smart Notebook.
Open created files or start a new file.
i. Note: Files are in Smart Notebook format only.
Test the ability to change ink colors using the Smart Podium buttons on top of the monitor.
The same function may be performed within Smart Notebook.
6. Wacom Board:
You may open up Wacom Tools, via the start menu, to calibrate the pen.
Open OneNote.
Log in using your NetID and Duo two-factor authentication.
Open an existing notebook or start a new notebook.
Test the ink by changing colors on the OneNote toolbar.
Make sure to sync/save your notebook changes often to prevent losing progress.

I TOUCH PANEL

1. If the touch panel is dark, simply tap the screen to wake it up.

2. Toturn the system on, tap the “On"” button on the left, unless prompted to touch anywhere to start.

3. There is a help/contact button at the top of the touch panel with our contact information should you need
any assistance.

4. You can adjust the room volume with the up and down arrows on the bottom right and mute/unmute with
the icon next to the volume bar.
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You can select the source you want to display on the projector from the middle of the touch panel, you
may need to tap “Select Source” to see the list of options.
The “PC" source will show the podium computer screen.

a. Note: If the projector screen is showing something different than the podium computer, press the
“Windows" key and the “P" key on the keyboard at the same time to bring up a menu and make
sure “Duplicate” is selected.

The “HDMI" and “VGA" source will show your device if it is plugged into the HDMI or VGA connections
located inside a recessed cubby on the top of the podium. Note: Not all rooms will have VGA.

The “DocCam” source will show the document camera if you wanted to show something on a piece of
paper.

The “Blank” source will show just a blank screen so that you can hide your display from the class if you
wanted to do something privately.

a. Note: This does not turn off the projector, please turn off the projector via the “Power Off” button
at the end of class.

If you know that there will not be another class after yours, please turn the system off by, tapping the
“Off" button and tapping “Yes" if there is a confirmation prompt.

7. Adialog box will pop up asking you how you want to connect audio.

ii. Select the correct speaker (normally DVX, SVSI, MediaPort, or Speakerphone) from the drop-
down and make sure your volume is up on the computer.
iii. Select the correct microphone (normally echo-cancellation speakerphone or MediaPort) and
make sure your voice is coming through.
iv. Click the “Join with computer audio” button two times.
b. Open OneNote.
i. Call the displayed number
ii. When prompted, enter the meeting ID and participant ID provided in the dialog box.

8. By default, the in-room camera is shared to the participants. Camera choices vary per room and are
available from the video dropdown menu as follows: OneLink Bridge, Mediaport, AverCam. EImo.
Onelink Bridge, MediaPort, and USB Capture HDMI are recommended where applicable?

a. Note: Some rooms have multiple cameras and you will need to cycle through cameras to identify
your preferred choice.

b. Note: Non-traditional rooms will have an available handheld TV-type remote to pan, tilt, or zoom
the room'’s camera.

9. To record your lecture or presentation, press the record button on the bottom of the screen and select
“Record to the Cloud.”

10. This will record your audio and selected video source for later use. When you are finished with the
lecture press the “Stop Recording” button on either the bottom row or in the top left corner. When you
stop the recording, Zoom will automatically send you an email when the file is

11. ready for use.

12.  When your meeting is over, hit “End Meeting” in the bottom-right corner of the screen.

13. When you receive the email that your recording is ready, click the link in the email to

14. be taken to your list of recordings. There you can download the recording to use and upload to Canvas.
The file is available for viewing in the MP4 format.
